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Winter time is fast approaching and there are a few things I’d 
like to discuss concerning preparing your Harley to be stored 
for a while. First, add some fuel stabilizer to the fuel tank and 
then fill the tank full of fuel. Run the bike to circulate the 
stabilizer into your fuel system and also to warm the engine 
up. With the oil circulated you should then drain the oil and 
remove the filter. The reason for this is that the fresh oil will 
not have the carbon and moisture deposits that can damage the 
motor. Proceed by adding the specified amount of new oil and 
install a new oil filter. This will help to properly lube and 
protect your engine components for the storage period. Run 
the engine once more to circulate the fresh oils and during this 
time it is a good idea to “fog” the engine with a good fogging 
oil or deep penetrating oil sprayed into the intake manifold. 
Run the bike at idle speed until you get thick gray smoke from 
the exhaust. This step should also help prevent the urge to 
start the bike for short periods during the winter months, as 
this will tax the battery and create moisture internally. Next, 
you should remove and service the battery and if you have a 
battery tender you need to plug the battery in for the winter. If 
you do not already have a battery tender it is important that 
you get one! Now, clean and polish the entire motorcycle, 
removing any road tar, bugs, etc.

If you plan to put a cover on your Harley, be sure and use a 
porous cover so that moisture doesn’t become trapped under-
neath and damage the chrome finish. Now from October 
through December, we are offering this winterization service 
for an out the door charge of $200.00 including all standard 
fluids changed and a full detail plus free pick-up and delivery 
within a 40 mile radius. Also free pick-up and delivery service 
is available for other service or repairs during this time.

Next season when you are ready to get the bike out of storage, 
be sure that you inspect tires, fuel, and oil lines for cracks or 
leaks. Check operation of all electrical components, brake 
systems, and cables.  In the long run, proper care during the 
downtime will make next riding season much more enjoyable.
